La Commissione UE, con la nota Ares (2022)138917 del 10/01/2022, ci ha informato
che dopo il 31 marzo 2022 verra implementata in Traces NT una regola che per i moduli di
sistema INTRA, Journey Log e CHED-A/P impedira agli utenti di indicare uno stabilimento
0 un operatore non registrato o non riconosciuto in alcuni campi, nei casi previsti dalla
legislazione UE.

In considerazione di cio I'Italia deve provvedere entro tale data a completare la
registrazione degli stabilimenti alimentari autorizzati e gli stabilimenti di sottoprodotti
animali cosi come era stato richiesto dalla Commissione con la nota Ares (2021)1290782 del
16 febbraio 2021.

Particolare attenzione deve essere pero rivolta al settore Export poiché, anche in
considerazione di quanto riportato nella nota Ares (2022)138917 del 10/01/2022 per quanto
concerne le esportazioni verso il Regno Unito, la mancata registrazione di tutti gli
stabilimenti entro il 31 marzo 2022 potrebbe comportare al blocco delle spedizioni a partire
dal 1° aprile 2022.

Pertanto, e necessario provvedere a dare applicazione di quanto riportato nella nota
0028075-01/12/2021-DGSAF-MDS-P, specificamente per quanto concerne I'attribuzione alle
ASL del compito della registrazione in Traces NT degli stabilimenti LMS che effettuano
Export.

A tal fine i servizi delle ASL dovranno coordinarsi con 'UVAC di riferimento, dove
risiede un amministratore LMS, per ottenere, esclusivamente per il personale che si occupa
dell’export, il ruolo LMS-NCP necessario per poter registrare e validare nel sistema
stabilimenti che effettuano export verso paesi terzi.
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Il personale ASL incaricato dovra quindi verificare quante strutture sono gia presenti
nel sistema e provvedere a inserire quelle mancanti in modo da completare 1’anagrafica
entro la data indicata.

Nel ringraziare per la collaborazione i servizi veterinari regionali e delle provincie
autonome, i servizi veterinari delle ASL e gli Uffici UVAC, si resta a disposizione per
qualunque chiarimento.

Message
Dear Colleagues,

I would like to remind you of my note referenced Ares (2021)1290782 of 16 February 2021 by
which | recommended you to register in TRACES NT your approved food business
establishments and animal by-products establishments. Information on how to perform the
registration of the so-called “EU LMS establishments” was given in my note referenced
Ares(2020)7659835 of 16 December 2020 and specific trainings were offered to your staff in
March 2021.

As you are aware, since 1 January 2022, exports of EU SPS goods must be pre-notified by GB
importers in IPAFFS, in advance of their arrival in the GB territory®. For this purpose, it was
agreed to allow the UK authorities to verify the EU establishment lists through a digital
connection with TRACES NT. However, considering that information on the approved food
business establishments registered to date by Member States onto TRACES NT remains only
partial, the UK authorities have proposed postponing the requirement to supply full lists for
three months, to 31 March 2022.

Therefore, in order to avoid any consignment being refused permission to enter UK(GB) as
from 1 April 2022, | urge you to complete the aforementioned exercise of registration in
TRACES NT, at the latest by 31 March 2022.

Besides constituting a UK(GB) requirement, the registration in TRACES of your approved food
business establishments and animal by-products establishments is an obligation stemming from
Article 45 of the IMSOC Regulation. With a view to strengthening enforcement of Union rules,
that article (as amended by Implementing Regulation (EU) 2021/547) lists other establishments
and operators that are subject to animal health and animal welfare registration and approval
rules and that are involved in cross-border activities. | therefore urge you to also complete the
registration of all those establishments and operators by that date.

Please note that, shortly after that date, the TRACES team will implement a rule in the
INTRA/Journey Log and CHED-A/P modules preventing users to indicate a non-registered or
non-approved establishment or operator in certain fields of the documents, in the cases provided
for in EU legislation. At the time of activation of those modules in TRACES NT, it had been
indeed decided to configure those modules in the most flexible way possible to facilitate the
use of the new platform, until the registration exercise would be finished.

In addition and for your information, let me confirm that all model certificates published on
DEFRA website are available in the EXPORT module of TRACES NT in the various languages
you requested.
