} promised to come back to you on the issue with TRACES and imports of non-animal food products from the
EU. Attached the letter we received from Chisinau earlier. However the letter to Mr. Van Dyck refers to an
attachment which is not present as | see it. Grateful if you could get this clarified.

As to the use of TRACES, grateful if you could liaise with you experts and inform them that:

We do not have harmonised export certificates available in TRACES for products like vinegar and
other non-animal origin products. We only have them for products for which we have achieved an
agreement with the non-EU country concerned. As you know we are currently translating 13
harmonised certificates for exports from the EU to Moldova, which will be uploaded in TRACES

soon. Only for products covered by these certificates Moldova may require TRACES certificates. for
all other products this is not possible.

+As we explained by the letter attached, there is no obligation to register EU food producing

establishments in TRACES. Only approved EU establishments should be listed, but this may happen

‘on national websites. | understand that for internal tracing and tracking reasons, Moldova is

registering EU establishments in TRACES. This is possible but may not be required from the EU
Member States, i.e. Moldova may register Italian establishments in TRACES of which it receives food

products, but..it is not possible to oblige Italy to conduct this registration.

I'hope this is useful. However our experts are also available for an audioconference with your experts would
that be wished so.

I am following up on the agreed Action item of the SPS Subcommittee meeting held in
July on the provisions of Articles 186 point 5 and 187 of the AA/DCFTA. I wish to
apologise for the delay.

In our meeting, we discussed that the Commission would inform the Moldovan side
about where EU approved food establishments are officially listed online as this is
information needed by Moldova in order to formally authorise these plants to allow
imports into Moldova.

The approval and listing of food establishments and the subsequent publication of these
lists is required by Regulation (EC) No 853/2004 and Regulation (EC) No 882/2004, and

this is further clarified in a guidance docwnent only recently updated in coordination
with the EU Member States.

The listing and publication of the establishments as such happens at Member State level.
These lists can be accessed here: Approved EU food estublishments - European
Commission.

I hope this information is valuable for you and allows your inspection services to accept

imports from listed EU approved establishments without the need for Moldova to draw
up such lists.
